Stony Bush-pea (Pultenaea lapidosa)

Classified as 'Vulnerable' in Victoria.

In Victoria, Stony Bush-pea is known in the wild from only from three locdlities in the states north east: Reform
Hill, Myrtleford, Mt. Tambo near Omeo, and Mt Samaria south of Bendlla. The Reform Hill population numbers
more than 1500 plants covering 0.5 ha. Since 2006 regular DELWP revegetation programs in conjunction with
Friends of Reform Hill & Myrtleford Secondary College with seedlings propagation by Wangarattds Parklane
Nursery have facilitated the establishment of 500 plants of the overall Reform Hill Reserve population.
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As the name implies Stony Bush-pea occurs on rocky
slopes dominated by dry open forest on shallow soils.
Over storey species include Long-leaf box Eucalyptus
goniocalyx, Red Stringybark E. macrorhyncha , Red Box
E.polyanthemos and Silver Wattle Acacia dealbata..
Grass Grass-tree Xanthorrhoea glauca subsp.

angustifolia may also be present.
